 Integrated Technology Services

Residential computing at Saint Martin’s College provides in-room connection services in selected on-campus residences in support of the educational mission of the College. It is the responsibility of each resident to use these services appropriately and in compliance with all College, State, and Federal Laws and regulations. 
Acceptable Use of Residential Network
The following regulates the use of the residential computing network:
1.        Residential Computing network services and wiring may not be modified or extended beyond the area of their intended use. This applies to all network wiring, hardware, and in-room jacks. 
2.        The residential network (in-room connections) may not be used to provide access to the campus network or Internet to anyone outside the College community for any purposes other than those that are in direct support of the academic mission of the College.
3.        Saint Martin’s-specific or commercially obtained network resources, such as newsgroups, may not be retransmitted outside the College community.
4.        The residential network is a shared resource. Thus, network use or applications that inhibit or interfere with the use of the network by others are not permitted. (For example, applications that use an unusually high portion of the bandwidth for extended periods of time, thus inhibiting the use of the network by others are not permitted.)
5.        Forgery or other misrepresentation of one’s identity via electronic or any other form of communication is a violation of Saint Martin’s Acceptable Use Policy and may violate State and Federal laws.
6.        You must have virus protection on your computer and it must have current DAT tables installed, and you must be able to provide information on your virus protection to ITS.  We WILL disconnect any computer not so protected.  A Computer Information Form must be filled out by the student and will be kept on file in the ITS office.
Overall Acceptable Use
Use of the residential computing and networked resources at Saint Martin’s College are governed by the Information Technology Acceptable Use Policy of Saint Martin’s College, as well as any other policy outlines in College documents.
Enforcement
Failure to comply with any of the above policies may result in termination of in-room network services, loss of use privileges, and standard disciplinary procedures for faculty and staff, and/or criminal prosecution.
The ITS Department reserves the right to terminate an in-room computer connection without notice should it be determined that network traffic generated from said connection drastically inhibits or interferes with the use of the network by others. Student violations of the above will be handled through the Office of Residence Life and Academic Computing; other violations will be referred, as appropriate, to the Dean’s office, Personnel Services, and/or Campus Safety.
 
Saint Martin’s College (SMC) Students in the Residence Halls will be allowed access to the network and Internet.
1.        Technical support will be very limited.  Do not expect ITS staff to install or configure any software on your PC or MAC.
2.        Do not use the account of any other user or share your network access account with anyone.
3.        You must supply the information needed to track your connection (i.e., name, residence, room number, etc).
4.        In addition to the above, the ITS acceptable use policy applies to all users.  Policy violation may result in loss of ITS access privileges.
